Girl Scouting has met the test
of the depression and hus become
an increasingly important factor in
the stability of the American home,
the scouting organization proving
its worth of a whole-hearted sup-
port by adults. Miss Olive McCor-
mack of the' National Girl Scout
Headquarters, New York, told the
Middletown Rotary club yesterday.

Miss McCormack is director of
the Girl Scouts' Waterfront and
Health Program and is camp ad-
visor for the Hendrick Hudson Re-
gion, which includes New York and
New Jersey. Her address here was
in connection with the twenty-first
anniversary of girl scouting in
America. "She was accompanied in
her appearance before the Rotary
club by Miss Jane Newhall, director
of the" Middletown Girl Scout or-
ganization.

"Through the training it gives,
in home-making, first aid. child
nursing, and in other artistic and
practical subjects as well as by its
camping and health programs Girl
Scoutins develops its members to
understand the problems of n home
and tq, fil l n need which has been
vastly increased by the depression."
Miss McCormack said.

The Girl Scout camping program,
she said, was the only one of this
character in the United States to
sho\v a notable expansion in 1932.
compared to 1931. Five hundred
forty-five Girl Srout camps were
in operation i" the country hist
Summer, with 12.811 girls attend-
ing, an increase of seventy-three in
cninp.s and of about, three thousand
in a t tendance over the preceding
year, she related. Sho cilod a free-
dom from accidents and illness at
these camps.

"Our camp prop;r»m is built upon
the imagina t ion and .spirit of
wholesome adventure in girls and
we fed quite sure that we are on
the right road." she said.
